Breckland Councillor’s Report. Mr Oliver said a by election would take place soon as one of our area’s district councillor’s had moved to Hong Kong. The Government is considering a restructuring of local representative levels which may result in the disbanding of district and county councils which may result in 3 new tax levels and could create a regional executive. Breckland Council has finalised it budget and due to cuts in government funding there will be an increase of £5 on 2016/17 Council Tax bills. The Local Plan is progressing and following the recent consultation period over 1,200 responses had been received.
Minutes of Parish Council Meeting of 9th January 2016. It was proposed and seconded that the minutes be signed as a true and accurate record of the meeting, this was agreed unanimously.

Matters arsing from the Minutes. Cllr  Richardson said the damaged car with jagged edges referred to in the minutes had now been removed.

Adoption of Standing Orders. Clerk informed meeting that this was an important policy document that gave guidance to all councillors how the Parish Council would operate. It was proposed and seconded that the Standing Orders be adopted, this was agreed unanimously.

Correspondence received. Clerk informed meeting he had received e mail from last Clerk and he hoped to arrange a meeting during week commencing 21st March to go through and handover of all records of Parish Council. Cllr Watling reported on the new Bank mandate forms that needed to be submitted to Barclays Bank.

Attleborough Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr Watling said no new meeting date had been arranged but he would attend meetings on behalf of the Parish Council.
