Adoption of Revised Standing Orders. Clerk explained two minor amendments required due to changed legislation. It was proposed and seconded that the new Standing Orders be adopted, this was agreed unanimously.
Approval of Accounts payable and Budget Analysis. It was proposed and seconded and agreed unanimously to pay the invoices as shown on cheque schedule. There were no questions relating to updated budget analysis.

50/50 Town & parish Council Partnership. The clerk gave details of the three quotations he had received for the purchase of the proposed SAM 2 speed sign as per the requirement under the Council’s Financial Regulations.  First quotation was for a total cost of £5,432, the second quotation was for a total cost £5,605. And the third quotation was for £4,190. All the quotation prices included the 10 year maintenance cost as directed by Norfolk County Council Highways. It was proposed and seconded that the quotation for £4,190.00 be accepted and Parish Clerk to submit an application to NCC under the partnership scheme.

Chairman advised meeting that he had been very busy lately with work and other commitments and he was hopeful he would now be able to devote more time to Parish Council work.

Parish Councillors reports. Cllr Hagan raised matter of local charities including Village Hall and the information that could be obtained regarding trustees and financial information. Parish Clerk informed meeting that anyone could under the Freedom of Information Act request this information and the body would be legally required to divulge the information. It would be an offence for them to refuse such requests.

Parish Clerks report. Clerk reported that after nearly 7 months the Parish Council now had on line banking facilities and the new Mandate was now in force. He then said that Highways Rangers were soon to visit the village and gave details of what matters they would deal with. Clerk to report to Rangers that soil encroachment is on Norwich Road from Farm Shop down to Golflinks Rd.
