Change of use from B8 to Sui Generis to a luxury Canine care centre and extend exercise area enclosed by fence. 3pl/2018/0184/HOU. Homeleigh. Norwich Rd. Two storey side extension. 3pl/2018/1524/F Oaklands Norwich Road. Extension to gardens of plots 1&3 (change of use from agricultural to gardens) and retention and use of mobile home as office for a business. This application was refused.
