General Protection Data Regulations. Parish Clerk informed meeting that new EU Regulations  effective from 25th May 2018 would require the Parish Council to appoint a Data Protection Officer. The clerk could not be this officer  as it would raise a conflict of interest as clerk is responsible for processing the council’s data.  There would be a requirement for the Data Protection officer to attend training on the matter and then have legal responsibility for carrying out the duties. The DPO would also have to be registered with the Information Commissioners Office.  Clerk informed meeting that our Payroll Provider had the necessary qualifications to undertake the role on behalf of Parish Councils. Cllr Barnett expressed concerns about putting the service into private sector. Item to be put on March Agenda after clerk to contact other local Parish Council’s to see how they would be dealing with the new regulations.
