MINUTES OF THE BESTHORPE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON MONDAY 9TH JULY 2018 AT ALL SAINTS CHURCH. BUNWELL ROAD. BESTHORPE AT 7.00PM.

Declaration of Interest of Items on the Agenda. No declarations.

Public Recess. Chairman of Besthorpe Community Speedwatch asked if he could have the data obtained from the SAM2 in Silver Street. He also informed meeting they now had additional new members of the Speedwatch and hoped to do 3 operations each week. Cllr Barnett agreed to forward future date downloads. Cllr Ashby of Breckland Council informed meeting of details of last SNAP meeting and would forward copies of the minutes to Parish Council. He also informed meeting that The Surragate Street Development was still delayed but there was a possibility it could start in August. He also raised the question of new General Data Protection Regulations and Parish Clerk said the council was in full compliance.
Presentation by Lanpro. Mr Phillip Atkinson gave details of a possible outlined planning development of a Linear Park and housing development. He had preliminary talks with Attleborough Council regarding the possible scheme and sought the views of The Parish Council on the matter. Possible flooding issues had been raised by Attleborough  Town Council and Mr Atkinson said  they would be addressed if the development ever took place. It was stressed that this is not an immediate development but was something that may be pursued in the future. Cllrs asked questions relating to affordable housing being available within the scheme and were assured there would be some available. Concerns were raised regarding parking at the Linear Park. Mr Atkinson thanked Parish Council for their time and would come back to them if the proposed development became a reality.

Clerk responded that from the data it seemed most motorists were now obeying the speed limit in Silver Street. He then informed meeting that the Mill Lane Street sign was again damaged by being hit by a vehicle. It appears this is a common problem with the sign and lorries.
