Declaration of Interest of Items on the agenda. Cllr Watling declared an interest in planning application. 3PL/2019/0157/F.
Meeting Closed to allow public recess.

Public Recess. Mr Crouch has agreed to take over the responsibility of the SAM 2 and will download the stats and forward them to Parish Council. He also hopes to operate the Community Speed  watch in Besthorpe and is awaiting confirmation from Norfolk Constabulary if this is acceptable. Cllr Watling to supply to Parish Clerk 4 suitable sites in Besthorpe that could be acceptable to Norfolk Constabulary. Mr Crouch explained how the speed watch operate and what happens to the information collected and what the police do with the information. It was said that the 30mph speed signs in Silver Street could be moved further out more in line with Church Farm Barn. Parish Clerk to contact Breckland Councillor Rhodri Oliver who it is understood has the budget to pay for the movement. Mr Crouch then raised matter of Highway Rangers and what they can do. Parish Clerk informed meeting that they come to the parish at least 3 times a year and they have used them in the past.
