Approval of accounts payable and budgetary analysis. Proposed and seconded that the items on the monthly cheque list due for payment be paid, this was agreed unanimously.

Attleborough Development Partnership. Nothing to report as no new meetings have taken place.

Planning applications. The following applications were proposed and voted for unanimous approval.  3pl/2019/0229/ Cherry Tree Barn, Norwich Road. Erection of 2 detached 3 bedroom houses including vehicle access and garages. 3pl/2019/0559/F. Land North of The Haven. Norwich Road. Erection of new dwelling following permission in principle  3pl/2018/1348/PIP. 3pl/2019/0663/CU Owl Barn, Norwich Road. Change of use of land for storage and provide secure parking for plant, machinery and equipment. 3pl/2019.0690/HOU 153 Besthorpe Road. Demolish existing garage, Single storey extension to front and rear. Following application was approved with 3 for and Cllr Watling abstaining due to a declaration of interest. 3pl/2019/0587/F Stubley Farm, Silver Street.  3 bay garage and games room above. 3pl/2019/0687/F Heron Farm. Bunwell Road. Proposes new development of 5 properties with garages Proposed and seconded and unanimously agreed for rejection as access is considered inadequate.
Planning Decisions Received. The following 4 applications were all granted approval. 3pl/2018/0353/CU. Walnut Tree Farm. Change of use of land for storage and provide secure parking for plant, machinery and equipment. 3pl/2018/1105/F White House Farm, White House Lane. Erection of 4 detached dwellings on garden plot, demolition of small range of outbuildings. 3pl/2019/0157/F. Land at 1 Rookery Cottage. Silver Street. Erection of new dwelling. 3pl/2019/0454/HOU. 125 Besthorpe Road, Demolition of rear section of garage. New rear/side single storey extension and first floor extension over garage. The following application was refused permission. 3pl/2019/0286/F. Heron Farm Cottage. Bunwell Road. Proposed residential development of 3 dwellings with integral garages.
Grant Applications. Parish Clerk gave details of the Charity Scotty’s Little Soldiers which is based in Kings Lynn and gives holiday relief to Families where a parent has died whilst serving in the armed forces. It was proposed and seconded and agreed unanimously to donate £100. Norfolk Age UK who assist local residents via their helpline. It was proposed and seconded and agreed unanimously to donate £25.

Speeding Norwich Road. Cllr Watling informed meeting he had been corresponding with a resident in Norwich Road concerned about speeding in the area and had asked if 30mph signs could be installed in an effort to reduce speed. Cllr Watling informed resident the council had spent over £10,000 for flashing SAM 2 signs and as we are a very small parish it would not be prudent to increase funding for another SAM 2 at a cost of £5,700. The Community Speedwatch Team would be targeting the area in the near future.
Chairman’s Report. Cllr Watling passed comment on the amount of general litter that is apparent in the village and unfortunately cant see how the situation can be improved. 
Parish Councillors Reports. Cllr Peck has taken over responsibility for downloading the data from SAM2 in Silver Street. He has deleted all the stored data on the sign and hopes he will now be able to get more detailed information relevant to the problem of speeding. Cllr Trounce raised the matter of  overgrown verges on the slip roads and on the A11 where the bridge crosses the road. He will take pictures and map the area and Clerk will then submit to either NCC Highways or the Highways Agency. Cllr Aughton attended the recent SNAP meeting with Norfolk Police. She also said following recent meetings with Breckland Councillor Rhodri Oliver regarding flooding in Silver Street, and his agreement to pay for the movement of the 30mph to the outer edge of the village which should be done this summer. There is also a pothole in Silver Street.
