Public Recess. Meeting resumed

Adoption Of Accounts. It was proposed and seconded and agreed unanimously that the Annual Return  be signed in approval of the accounts. Cllr Watling signed the Annual return.

Annual Governance Statement. It was proposed and seconded and agreed unanimously that The Annual Governance Statement of the Annual Return be signed. Cllr Watling signed the Annual Return.
Declaration of Exemption of Audit. It was resolved by Parish Council that they become an exempt authority within the definition contained in The Local Audit (Smaller Authorities) Regulations 2015. This was agreed unanimously.
Revoking of Delegated Powers given to Parish Clerk  It was proposed and seconded that The Delegated Powers given to Clerk in July 2020 during Covid Lockdown Regulation be revoked with immediate effect. This was agreed unanimously.
Approval of Accounts Payable April-May 2021  It was proposed and seconded that all payments due as per cheque lists be paid, this was agreed unanimously
Grant Applications. Applications received from East Anglia Children’s Hospital and Norfolk Accident Rescue Service. After a discussion it was proposed and seconded that each applicant be awarded a grant of £150. This was agreed unanimously.

Chairman’s Report.  Cllr Watling reported it had been a very strange year due to Covid but Parish Council have gotten through it. He thanked the Clerk for his efforts throughout the year. The Neighbourhood Plan in Attleborough is coming to the front again and they are looking for volunteers  on certain sub committees. He has joined the Sports & Recreation committee. Cllr Bushell asked for further details of other committees. Cllr Watling said the Millennium Park which runs through Besthorpe with park walkways, cycle lanes could be developed in the near future. Cllr Watling also raised the possibility of the Parish Council getting some allotments in the future. Cllr Watling then proposed the adoption of Mrs Juliet Morter as Parish Councillor, this was seconded and agreed unanimously
Parish Councillors Reports. Cllr Aughton said SNAP run by Norfolk Police was still running and their priorities at present were traffic speeds and anti social behaviour. Cllr Watling raised question of Parish getting some speed reduction systems from NCC installed. Parish Clerk informed meeting this would be extremely unlikely due to severe budget restrictions of NCC. Cllr Morter raised the possibility of having a Facebook page for the Council. Cllr Bushell suggested it would need a full discussion of how the account would be monitored and run. Cllr Morter then raised the question of flooding in the parish, Cllr Watling said he had discussions with our NCC Cllr and he is waiting to hear from him following the recent elections.
