Chairman’s Report. Flooding update, Over the last couple of weeks I’ve many meetings and site visits with George Freeman MP, representatives from NCC, Anglian Water and other agencies and residents. I’ve walked the river upstream from the Bunwell Road bridge with the NCC flood officer to agree the best locations for leaky dams and flood sumps .I’ve arranged with Breckland Council to supply a lockable wheelie bin and have now located it next to the railing at the Mill Lane culvert, this will be used to store the debris removed from the trash screen, Serco will empty the bin on a regular basis .I’ve attended meetings with local land owners to gain permission for flood officers to look into the feasibility of diverting the water away from the two Norwich road culverts and down the large ditch behind Van craft. This would help elevate the flooding danger to houses in that area.
Parish Councillors Reports. Cllr Hagan informed meeting that The War Memorial in Village now looked very nice following the cleaning. Cllr Watling said he would like to see more of a Remembrance Service each year. Cllr Aughton said she had suffered during the recent flooding in the parish and wondered if we could retain the flood barriers put out by NCC Highways. Clerk informed that they would have o go back to NCC.
